	1. Press the fabric to remove the creases. (Ironing)

 
	
	

	2. Fold fabric in half (to the size to desire) Cut the pattern pieces apart. Center the pattern pieces on the fabric as shown and pin. (Note that you will cut the strap-tie pattern once, then re-pin and cut a second time. Be sure to allow enough fabric for this). Check to see that the pins go through both layers of fabric and stay within the cutting line. 

	
	

	3. Cut out your pattern using SHEARS.  Remember, long & easy cuts will create smooth fabric.  Cut around the notches, NOT through them. Keep the fabric flat as you cut and use long, even cutting strokes to get a smooth edge. 

	
	

	4. Using chalk, mark the small dots for placement of the strap ties. & Remove the pins, fold the pattern, and set aside.

	
	

	5. Choose the style of pocket you wish to create. Separate the fabric and add the design or pocket to one piece. Remember that 3/8 inch around the apron is for seam allowance and any design added there will not show.
	
	

	6.  POCKET: Fold top edge of pocket 1/4” to the wrong side and IRON it. Stitch close the raw edge you just created using a top stitch.


	
	

	7. Fold and press a .25 of an inch inward on your apron.  The top of the apron will be folded a full 1 inch inward and pressed.  Top stitch all folded areas except leave an opening under the arms for your tie.
	
	

	8.  Fold the top edge of pocket to right side at notches (along fold line). PIN
	
	

	9.  Turn to the right side and lift out corners with a pin. Place the pocket right side down on the ironing board. Press the top fold flat. Fold and press the sides and bottom of the pocket to wrong side along stitching (1/4’). Topstitch the facing 5/8” from the edge


	
	

	10. Place the wrong side of pocket to right side of apron front in desired location. PIN in place. 
	
	

	11.  Stitch close to the edge of the pocket along the sides and bottom.  Backstitch several times at the beginning and end to reinforce the top edge.
	
	


	12.  You have cut out 4 straps and tie pieces, but will use only 3. Fold pieces in half lengthwise, having the right sides together. PIN. Stitch a 3/8 inch seam, leaving one end open. Backstitch at the beginning and end and pivot at the corner. 
	
	

	13. Trim the corner as shown, but BE CAREFUL TO CUT NO CLOSER THAN 1/8 INCH TO THE STITCHING. Turn the strap and ties right side out by using the eraser end of a pencil. With the eraser, push against the stitched end until you eventually push it inside out. Remove the pencil.
	
	

	14.  Pin the ties to the right side of one of the apron pieces between the dotted lines. The raw edges of the tie and apron should be even. Stitch a ¼ inch seam across the ties to hold in place. 
	
	

	15.  Trim off the finished end of the neck strap so that you have a raw edge on both ends. Pin the strap on the right side of the same piece at the top as shown. Check to see that the strap is not twisted. Stitch a ¼ seam across the strap ends to hold in place. Pin the ties and strap toward the center. 
	
	


	16.  Place the two apron pieces, right sides together with the edges even and notches matching. Pin The ties and strap will be between the two pieces. Stitch a 3/8 inch seam, leaving an opening between the notches. Backstitch at the beginning and end.

	
	

	17. Trim the corners, cutting no closer than 1/8 inch to the stitching. Using the top of your scissors, clip the curves. DO NOT cut the stitching!!!


	
	

	18.  Turn the apron right side out through the opening. Using a straight pin, gently lift the fabric out at the bottom corners to form a sharp corner. Press, 

Again using your fingers to wiggle the stitching out as far as possible. Turn 

Each seam between the notches to the inside and pin.


	
	

	19. Thread your HAND NEEDLE and use your arm length to tie the opposite 

Side (2 threads) together. Whip stitch the opening closed.


	
	

	20. Go to the LIBRARY or Furajter’s room to locate pictures &/or design 

Your apron. Go to the window and trace your design and place your image 
PINK side down. HOLD iron for 20 second presses. 


	
	

	21. Finish ALL of your designs and color them with fabric markers or paint.
