Fetal Alcohol Syndrome:  is when the mother drinks alcohol while pregnant with child.

Drug: Any substance other than a food that affects your mind & body
Gateway Drug: a drug that leads to more harmful & deadly drugs.  (Example marijuana and cigarettes)

Nicotine:  the addictive drug found in tobacco products

Drug Facts and examples of drugs

*Be able to explain the affects on the body of the following drugs alcohol, tobacco, steroids, inhalants and marijuana.

*A marijuana joint equals to 7-10 cigarettes

*Cigars and Pipes equal to 2-5 cigarettes depending on the strength of the tobacco. 

*Make sure you know the LEGAL ages to purchase alcohol and tobacco

*Know which drug is STILL ALLOWED by the government to advertise on the TV.

*Be able to explain how tobacco companies encourage teenagers to start using their product.

* Know how drug dealers are able to sell LSD/PCP to young teenagers.  (Think about what they put on the stamps/stickers)

*Know what OTC stands for (Over the counter) drugs.  Also explain some examples of OTC drugs and how people get the drugs.
