	1. Press the fabric to remove the creases. (Ironing)

 
	
	

	2. Fold the fabric accordion style into thirds, with the edges even.  


	
	

	3. Lay flat on the table and position the pattern piece on top of the fabric.  (Make sure ALL pieces are even)
	
	

	4. Pin the pattern to the fabric. Make sure the pins go through all layers of fabric and stay within the cutting line.  (About 12 pins total)
	
	

	5. Cut out the pillow by cutting along the solid black line. Avoid cutting the notches OFF.  Keep the fabric flat as you cut and use long, even cutting strokes to get a smooth edge.  

   
	
	

	6.  Choose an iron-on transfer.  Position transfer Pink side down on the fabric.  Pin the corners of the transfer to hold in place. Use the piece of cardboard between the fabric and the ironing board. 

    
	
	

	7. Press the iron on the transfer! DO NOT slide iron over transfer.  Remove one pin to check the transfer. BE CAREFUL Gently lift off transfer. (Color first then allow Mr. Furajter to grade you!)
	
	

	8.  Practice on a sheet of fabric and make sure that the stitches are tight on both sides of fabric.  MUST HAVE YOUR TEACHER APPROVE YOUR PRACTICE BEFORE YOU BEGIN. 
	
	

	9.  Locate the right Triangle and start sewing using the 5/8 stitch as your guide.  Finish with the Triangle on the left side. Do not sew between the Triangles!!! Remove the straight pins one side at a time when sewing. Measure about 1 inch for backstitching at the beginning and end.           HINT :(Control speed, use the hand wheel to approach corners, pivot corners, and don’t forget to permanent stitch at the beginning and end).


	
	

	10. All lines are straight and there are no gaps in the stitching.  There are two backstitches, one at the beginning and one at the end.  The 5/8 stitch was used while stitching throughout the pillow.                        
	
	

	11.  Before you turn your pillow inside out cut all four corners with the fabric scissors. CAUTION: DO NOT CUT YOUR SEAM!!!
	
	


	12.  Move to the stuffing station and stuff your pillow.  Use about two or three handfuls of stuffing.  Use the stuffing tool to get to the corners.  Be careful not to break a hole in the bottom of your pillow using the stuffing tool.  
	
	

	13. Thread your hand-sewing needle, make sure you have enough thread and that it is doubled.  Using the straight stitch or a whipstitch, hand sew between the two points.
