Sewing Machine 

STUDY GUIDE

1. Feed Dog – Pushes the fabric through the machine.

2. Power Switch – Turns the light and the power on.

3. Foot Pedal – Makes the machine go.

4. Presser Foot – Holds the fabric in place.

5. Hand Wheel – Used to do slow stitching at the beginning and end of sewing.

6. Seam Guide – Helps you to sew straight and measures the seam.

7. Thread guide – Holds the thread in place. 

8. Tension dial – Makes the thread tight or loose.

9. Reverse Button – Makes the machine sew backwards.

10.  Bobbin – The bottom thread in the machine.

11.  Spool pin – Holds the spool of thread.

12. Stitch length dial – Controls how long the stitch is.
13.  Turn the hand wheel TOWARDS you to get the bobbin thread up.
14.  Bobbin is loaded with the string in the bottom right. Ex:
